It was created by
Roland Callingham and he gave it the name Bekonscot after Beaconsfield and Ascot
where he had previously lived. Beaconsfield has also literary links. G K Chesterton
lived there for most of his life, Enid Blyton made it her home and Sir Terry Pratchett
was also born there. Trevor took us on a journey through the various aspects of
English life as it used to be in the 1930’s. It is the world’s oldest and original model
village, opening for the first time in 1929. It is built over 1.5 acres of well kept gardens
and finely detailed model buildings. Over the years it has raised over £5.5 million for
charity with over 14 million visitors since 1929
